Rules and Regulations

1. Contestants for the 2011-2012 Miss Coosa Valley Fair Pageant must be between the ages of 17-23 as of January 29, 2012.  Contestants must have never been married.  Contestants should live in or attend school in one of the counties covered by the Coosa Valley Fair Association. The Miss American eligibility requirements will apply. Must be an American Citizen, never been married or pregnant, female and always have been female.

Each contestant will compete in Interview, Swimsuit and Evening Wear.  Interviews will be five (5) minutes.  It is recommended that you wear a business suit (skirt or slacks) that is complimentary to the contestant.  Interview questions may come from your application, current events and topics or from subject matter based on your introduction of yourself to the Judges.  You will be introduced to the Judges upon entering the Interview room.  If a Judge asks you to tell about yourself, this will be your opportunity to lead the discussion based upon the information you provide.  Please complete each entry on your application so your interview will be geared toward what you know and want to talk about.

3, The Swimsuit competition will be first after the Parade of Contestants.  You may select a swimsuit of your choosing, however, there will no thongs, string bikinis or similar attire permitted.  If is recommended that you select a swimsuit in good taste.  If in doubt, leave it at home.  You may war a one or two piece suit and your selection may be solid color or pattern.  YOU ARE REQUIRED TO WEAR SHOES.

4. Evening Wear will consist of a gown or evening attire of your choice.  Again remember good taste is in order.  You will be given a moment at the microphone to introduce yourself and your school.

5. Mandatory Rehearsal:  Sunday, October 2, 2011 at 1:30PM at the Mather Payne Building at the Coosa Valley Fairground. You should bring your swimsuit for approval. Once you have submitted your application, you will be expected to attend the mandatory rehearsal.  If your plans change, please notify Wanda Whitten prior to rehearsal.
6.  If you have submitted an application and decide not to compete, please notify us so that we won’t wait for you or have to call you at rehearsal.
7. Points will be awarded in each category of competition.  Each contestant may earn   a maximum of 10 points from each judge for each phase of competition.    Should there be a tie, the tie breaker will be determined from the Interview score followed by the Evening Wear score then the Swimsuit score.
